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ABSTRACT SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS

Type the abstract in the box according to the instructions below.  The box size must not be altered. 

1) Use single-spaced typing of 12 pitch (point) type of normal lettering.  

2) Put the title of the abstract in upper case followed by, in upper and lower case, the authors’ surnames preceded by initial(s), and denote the name(s) of department, institution and address.
3) Indicate the presenting author using an asterisk.

4) Leave a blank line before starting the main text, which should include the rationale for the study, methodology, results (presented as quantitative / qualitative data) and conclusions. One table or diagram may be included in the text.  

5) Citations, which should be kept to a minimum, should be numbered sequentially in the text and follow the Vancouver style of punctuation in the reference list.

6) Acknowledgements may be included at the end.

7) Avoid abbreviations; if used, they must be defined.

8) Type the letter ‘P’ in the small box, if you wish to be considered for a Young Investigator prize.  Only members who are pre-doctoral students or post-doctoral staff are eligible, with an upper age limit of 30. 

Abstracts which do not conform to the guidelines will not be accepted.

Accepted abstracts will be published in HEART Online.  Indicate in a covering Email if you do not want your abstract published.
