Oxford is well served by road and rail networks that give fast and direct access locally, nationally and from Europe. 
 

By car 
Oxford is connected to London, the M25 and the Midlands by the M40 motorway. Junctions 8 and 9 link directly to the city. 
The Oxford ring road provides direct access to the south and west coast ports of Southampton, Portsmouth and Bristol via 
the A34. 
 

Visitors to Oxford who arrive by car are advised to use the Park and Ride as parking in the 
centre is VERY restricted.

By train 
Oxford railway station is located on the western edge of the city centre, about 10 minutes walk from middle of the city 
centre. The station is managed by Thames Trains, with routes from Stratford-upon-Avon to London Paddington and Bristol, 
and is also served by Virgin Trains from Scotland to the south coast.
