Summary:
The John Stokes Fellowship is a prestigious award provided out of the bequest of the late Dr John Stokes. It is designed to support an outstanding early-career scientist that has the potential to become a leader in the biomedical field. The individual will join Professor Paul Evans' group to study the influence of blood flow-induced mechanical forces on endothelial cell physiology. The project will provide insights into the pathogenesis of atherosclerosis by developing models of flow-regulated endothelial cell dysfunction in zebrafish. This cross-disciplinary project, which will involve collaboration with engineers, vascular biologists, geneticists and bioinformaticians, will be carried out in the Department of Cardiovascular Science and the MRC Centre for Developmental and Biomedical Genetics.

You should possess a PhD in zebrafish biology, vascular physiology or a related discipline and have extensive experience in molecular biology and/or genetic manipulation of vertebrates. Experience in studying vascular endothelial cells would be an advantage.

You will be encouraged to present your findings at national and international conferences and to publish in high-quality, international journals. It is anticipated that you will also gain experience in supervising PhD, MSc and BSc students.
